Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport

From Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport
Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport is connected directly to Metro's Yellow and Blue —
Lines. Follow the signs to the covered walkways and into the station. _

To Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport

Use Metro's Yellow or Blue Lines to take you directly to the Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport
Metrorail station. It's closer to the airport than the parking lots. Use the covered walkway to take you into the
terminal.

Dulles International Airport

To and From Dulles International Airport

From Dulles International Airport, connect to Metrorail’s Silver Line. The Metrorail station at -
Dulles is connected to the main terminal by an indoor pedestrian tunnel with moving
sidewalks. The tunnel provides convenient access to the airport’s ticketing and baggage
claim levels. Signs guide customers to the tunnel, which also links the terminal with Parking Garage 1.
Passengers are advised to consult Metrorail’s website for station information, train service advisories, fares
and operating hours.

The maximum that Metro charges is $6 on weekdays. Fares drop to a flat $2 after 9:30 p.m. on weekdays and
all day on weekends.

Baltimore/Washington International Thurgood Marshall Airport (BWI)
To and From Baltimore/Washington International Thurgood Marshall Airport WI

The MARC train is the local commuter train which shuttles passengers to and from EALTCRE WA INEON
Washington, D.C. to other parts of Maryland. The BWI Airport stop is located just outside of /7. yoer A lariiat?
the airport and brings passengers directly to Union Station in Washington. From there, you ATREO R

can transfer to Metro's Red Line (which is an additional cost).

MARC takes 40 minutes, so in addition to being the cheapest method, it's also one of the fastest. Trains arrive
about once every hour on weekdays and once every two hours on weekends, with no service during the night.
Make sure to look at the schedule before your trip so you can coordinate your plans.

Alternatively, Amtrak is a little faster, but you'll pay at least double what you would pay for the MARC. High-
demand times such as rush hour or holidays are usually even more expensive, so reserve tickets in advance if
you can.

The BWI Airport MARC/Amtrak station is located outside of the airport but there is a free shuttle that brings
passengers from the lower level of the airport—outside baggage claim—directly to the station. Shuttles run
frequently throughout the day and it takes about 10 minutes to get from the airport to the train station.
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
